Daily Lesson Plan: IDENTITY BOX DAY 10
Course: Art/Social Advocacy
Grade Level: 9-12
Unit: Identity Box
Objectives:

SWBAT create a sculpture with unified theme that represents identity; express, in verbal and written form, the use of elements/principles of art in their own and others’ artwork.
	Standards:

VA:Cr1.2.HSI: Shape an artistic investigation of an aspect of present-day life using a contemporary practice of art or design. 
VA:Cr3.1.HSI:Apply relevant criteria from traditional and contemporary cultural contexts to examine, reflect on, and plan revisions for works of art and design in progress.

	Key Terms:

Elements of art/design such as unity, form, color, contrast; criteria, reflection



Materials:

Project sheet w/rubric and reflection.
Warm Up:

Show/project an example of a finished identity box. Ask students to briefly write how the artist used unity in their artwork. (5 min.)
Lesson: Final reflection.
Opening:

Share out responses from the warm up activity (ask for volunteers and/or use your own system to call on students). (5 min. max)
Activity:

Have students get out their identity boxes, project sheets, and rubric/reflection forms. Depending on the pace of your class, you may need to allow time for last minute adjustments to complete projects.
Model self-evaluation process: (5 min.)
· Looking at own artwork, use the criteria to self-evaluate. Circle the appropriate number of points in each category.

· Criteria include: representation of identity in all three layers (surface/outer identity, group/social identity, and personal/inner identity).

· Count up the points and write the total on the side.

· Explain to class that you (the teacher) will use the same sheet to evaluate their work and hand it back to them with written feedback.

· Briefly go over the reflection questions. Take any questions from the class regarding clarification of the questions/instructions.
Allow time for students to grade themselves and complete written reflection on project sheet individually. (15 min.)
Small group discussion: in small groups (3-4), students discuss responses to reflection questions and choose one response from each question to share out to class. (5-10 min.)
· Each group shares out one of 3 responses. Take turns to allow every group to share at least one response: (10 min.)
· Responses they may choose from include: how an element of art was used, what the biggest challenge was, and how they overcame a challenge.
Checking for Understanding:

During whole class instruction, allow questions to clarify instructions, terms, etc.
While students are working on their own evaluations and reflections, circulate around the room: do any students seem to be stuck? Are there any raised hands? 

Have students repeat instructions back and/or have them verbally respond before writing.
During small group discussion, listen for evidence of the appropriate use of academic language (listed above).
Closing:

Explain your procedure for turning in work. Make sure that sculpture has name written clearly on it, as well as on the project sheet/reflection. (5 min.)
Possible Accommodations/Modifications:
· Some students may be more comfortable seated away from others while writing.
· Students may respond verbally. Others may need to have others speak out for them to the class during sharing time.

· Teacher may provide written definitions and visual examples of the elements of art and design (vocabulary). Vocabulary may be also be printed in the form of a word bank on the evaluation sheet.
Assessment:

Formative: Are students using the terms and concepts that have been taught over the course of the unit? Are they using these terms and concepts in written and/or verbal forms, and is it evident in their projects? Are projects completed at this point?
Summative: Final project, completed evaluation and reflection. Use rubric with listed criteria to evaluate students’ artwork for use of the various parts of identity represented as well as the use of unity and form. 
Possible Connections: 

For overall project:
Math/Geometry: basic measurements, division, proportions

Psychology: personal identity, ego, self esteem, self image

Sociology: cultural and social identity, collective identity
