Daily Lesson Plan: IDENTITY BOX DAY 8
Course: Art/Social Advocacy
Grade Level: 9-12
Unit: Identity Box
Objectives:

SWBAT create a sculpture with unified theme that represents identity; identity and express, in verbal and written form, the use of elements/principles of art in their own and others’ artwork.
	Standards:

VA:Cr1.2.HSI: Shape an artistic investigation of an aspect of present-day life using a contemporary practice of art or design.

	Key Terms:

Unity, form, color, contrast



Materials:

All project materials, including heavy paper large enough to measure 6” squares, and samples of lids, rulers, T-squares or triangles, bone folders or similar tool.
Project sheet w/rubric and reflection.
Warm Up:

Have students write about or sketch a diagram of how they are using the design element, unity, in their current project. If needed, show a sample project and ask the class as a whole how unity is being used (there is a unifying blue color scheme, etc.) (5 min.)
Lesson: Demonstrate how to create box lid, and various ways to continue unified theme onto lid: (5-10 min.)
Have class gather around an area that they are able to see a demonstration. Explain that you will demonstrate how to create a lid for the box with simple instructions. Instructions and specific measurements should be written on the board as well for students to refer to later.

· Choose a piece of heavy paper (same kind used for box layers) that is at least 6”x6”. Model the thinking process for choosing a color that will unify the project. This can be achieved with matching or contrasting colors. Ask class to help you choose the color for the lid, and ask students why some look better than others. Ask them how some colors can relate to their individual identities (favorite colors, moods, bold, subtle, etc.)
· Demonstrate how to measure a 6” square with a ruler (and T-square or triangle if available). Make series of measuring marks and double check before drawing out lines of square. Check measurements again before cutting out.

· Create border: show students (with pre-made sample) that they will need to draw a 1-inch border within the square- this will be folded under to create the sides of the lid. Model careful measuring techniques again. It is important that the inner square is 4”x4”.

· Using a bone folder (or similar tool), fold and crease the 1” border to create the sides of the lid.

· Cut a small slit on 1 edge of each corner of the border. These will be the flaps that will be glued down with a glue stick to create the 3-dimensional edge.

· Call on students to quickly repeat the steps in order (call them out). What is the first thing we do? What’s next?
Direct students to collect needed materials and create a lid before continuing with the collage. Have samples available of different stages of the lid-making process. 
Students continue working on lid, collage and structure of identity box, as outlined in the previous lesson. (Remainder of class period minus 5 min. clean up time.)
If finished, students may complete self-assessment and reflection questions.
Checking for Understanding:

During demonstration, call on students to repeat specific instructions. 
During work time, monitor students as they begin the lid. Pay special attention to the measurements, and check them yourself with a ruler. Encourage students to check each other’s measurements before moving onto the next step.
Closing:

Before cleaning up, do a quick assessment of how much more time is needed for students to complete the project. Have students raise a hand if they think they need one more day, 2 more days, etc. Timelines may need to be adjusted accordingly.
Possible Accommodations/Modifications:
· Some students may need to trace samples of pre-cut paper to create their 6” lid and 1” border.
· Provide written instructions as well as visual samples of each stage of lid-making process.

· Suggest and/or provide examples of more advanced ways to decorate the lid. Students can make a small paper sculpture or handle to be attached to the top. They may also collage images or text onto the lid, keeping with the unified theme.
Assessment:

Formative: check for accurate measurements at each stage of the process. Look at cutting techniques: are the edges clean and straight?
Summative: the correctly formed lid: Does the lid fit onto the box after the edges have been folded and glued? Is the lid neatly made? Does it fit in with the color scheme of the box layers?
Possible Connections: 

Math: using rulers and other tools to make accurate measurements, parallel and perpendicular lines, and right angles.
