Art and Social Advocacy

Project: Identity Box
Objective(s): to create an interactive sculpture using collage that represents 3 layers of your identity.
Key Terms: collage, symbolism, unity, identity
Materials: colored paper, magazines, glue sticks, scissors
Steps:

1.  Fill out identity survey; on the back, draw 3 concentric circles (rings), and write:
· Outer ring “Surface Identity”: how people see you on the outside (skin color, age, height, etc.).
· Middle ring “Social/Cultural Identity”: describe your culture, clubs, groups, sports you belong to.
· Center ring “Individual Identity”: describe your personality, likes, passions, favorite things.
2.  Use templates to trace and cut out box layers in heavy paper. You should have 1 large, 1 medium, and 1 small layer.
3. Using your identity circles as a guide, find and collage images and/or words from magazines onto the appropriate layer. 
4.  STOP! When you are about ½-way done, give your collages to a classmate and have them fill out (and initial) the “P, Q, S” below:
