	Focus:

Layers of identity
Opening:

Discuss identity and show samples of identity in art.
Activity:

Identity handout. Fill out answers to questions individually. 

On back of handout: draw 3 concentric circles (demonstrate for students). Outer ring: things that describe how you are seen on the outside.

Middle ring: cultural and group identity.

Center ring: inner self, personality, passions, likes
Materials:
Identity questionnaire, pencils.

	Focus:

Symbols & meaning in art
Opening:

Show examples of basic symbols; discuss possible meanings.
Activity:

Object/meaning worksheet: groups of 3-4 each get 3 objects. Discuss, sketch, and write possible symbolic meanings for each. Each group share out to class. 

Watch segment of identity on Art 21 w/Kerry James Marshall.
Groups 3-4 discuss how the artist used his identity in the artworks. Share out each group.
Materials:
Art 21: Identity video, object/meaning worksheet, pencils.

	Focus:

Box structure: layer 1: outside identity
Opening:

Show samples of “exploding boxes”
Activity:

Pass out project sheet.
Begin creating identity box.
Show samples.
Demonstrate tracing and cutting templates and basic structure and assembly.
Students choose color of heavy paper for outside layer of box.
Students find, cut, collage images that symbolize “outer identity” onto 1st layer.
Materials:
Project sheet, heavy paper, rulers, pencils, pre-cut templates (if needed), magazines, glue sticks

	Focus:

Layer 2: group identity
Opening:

Review box structure and layers. Discuss group identity.
Activity:

Repeat demonstration for 2nd layer of box, corresponding with group identity. Demonstrate various ways to incorporate design elements such as color, contrast, etc.
Materials:
Same plus 2nd layer template (if needed).
	Focus:

Layer 3: inner identity
Opening:

Discuss unique/personal identity.
Activity:

Demonstrate creation of 3rd, inner layer of box, which corresponds to “inner identity”. Give examples, brainstorm what may symbolize inner personality, likes, personal beliefs, etc.
Materials:
Same plus 3rd layer template (if needed).




OBJECTIVES: SWBAT identify aspects of identity and ways to represent them in artwork; create a sculpture with unified theme that represents identity.
